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Push button
Can either be a volume  
control or a program button. 

Processor and amplifier 
(located inside the middle  
of the hearing aid)
Takes the electric signals 
received from the microphone 
and converts them into  
digital signals.

Battery compartment
Houses the battery that  
powers the device.

Microphones
Picks up sounds in your environment  

and sends them to the amplifier.

Wire
Runs from the body of your  
hearing aid to the speaker. 

Dome
Silicone tip that attaches to the  

end of the hearing aid and  
is placed in your ear canal. 

Receiver/speaker
Receives the signal from the amplifier and 

converts it back into acoustic sounds. 
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
